■■ The control knobs have a variable of power 
output from low to high with a number of 
positions. The range of heat is increased 
by turning the knobs to thicker dotted lines, 
decreased by turning the knobs to thinner 
dotted lines around knobs.

■■ To switch on, always lightly press the control knobs inwards then rotate.

You must set well the Cooking mode knob, the Oven Temperature knob and the 
Timer knob at the same time, then the oven can start work. Turn all the knobs to OFF 
if cooking finished.
